In the science fiction story Lafff, Angela discovers that her next door neighbor, Peter Lu, has invented a time machine that can whisk people into the future, and it gives her an idea. Since Angela wants to win the school writing contest, she asks if she can use the machine to go forward in time and read the winning story. But the hypothesis that we can influence or change future events backfires on Angela in a surprising way.
